Re: CD-BZA-2026-00019, 5 E 70th Ter, Kansas City, MO, 64113 (“Property”) – A request to approve a special exception to the maximum height of a fence on a residential corner lot.
Dear Members of the BZA: 
As discussed below, the Armour Hills Homes Association (“AHHA”) is opposed to the granting of the above-referenced special exception for the Property, which is located in Armour Hills. 
Consistent with AHHA’s numerous, prior oppositions to special exceptions to permit six-foot fences on side and front yards for corner lots, the position of the AHHA is that the granting of the special exception will adversely affect the appearance and character of the neighborhood and adjacent properties, which uniformly comply with the code requirements that limit front yard fences to four feet and, in the case of a corner lot such as the Property, limit the front and side yard fences to four feet. The granting of the special exception will also create a safety issue due to reduced vehicle visibility and driver line of sight, which is an established and accepted concern underlying the code requirement for corner lots. Limiting the Property’s proposed fence to four feet will continue to provide safety and security for the Property and would not affect the livability of the Property, as demonstrated by other similar properties in AHHA that comply with the code requirements, thereby obviating the need for the special exception.
